Dear Parent/Guardian,

Summer is just around the corner, and the ?agamnik Summer Program has lots
of fun activities to keep your children busy throughout the summer months. We
spend lots of time outdoors on nature walks, swimming and playing in the water,
gardening, fishing and participating in community events. S5taff and children also
work together to plan talent shows, movie days, and activities involving science, arts
and crafts, and leadership. It's a great place for children to have fun with their

friends.

The program runs Mon-Fri, 8:20-5:00 in July and August. The cost is $20.75
per day, or $23.00 for a drop in. We are a licensed facility, and so those eligible
may apply for Childcare Subsidy (this process can take a month or more so it is
